As part of a scheduled inspection the test davit
should be examined to ensure all components

are in good condition and function as intended.
Particular attention should be given fo all hardware
and fixing points as well as wear or deformation to
the king pin.
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It should be noted that the king pin has an
interface which ensures the unit is unable to liff out
the socket as high loads are applied, this interface
can overtime show signs of wear, it is intended
that the king pin element of the test davit will
wear first fo protect the socket, the life of the king
pin will vary depending on the application and
test loads applied as such the king pin should

be inspected before each use to ensure that no
excessive wear has occurred. Regular rotation of
the king pin is prudent to stop repeated wear in
the same area.

If the king pin has become worn so that the
interface surface no longer offers a lip for the pin
to engage with the socket the king pin assembly
should be replaced.
